
M & M Hunting 
 
 M & M’s are dangerous creatures, but they make great eatin’.  Your mission is to 
hunt M & M’s and eat them.  Tough job, huh??  (Thought the crocodile hunter had it 
bad?)  The only rule that our ecological government has made is that you can’t hunt and 
eat an M & M unless the ‘M’ on the outside is facing up.    
 
1)  Pour all the M & M’s into the open hunting ground.  Count the total of M & M’s in 
the hunting ground; this number is the amount of M&M’s at trial zero. 
 
2)  Shake up the hunting ground (give them a fair chance to hide).  You will be shaking 
the hunting ground, opening it up, eating the ones with the ‘M’ showing, count the 
remaining M&M’s, record the number, close the hunting ground, shake, etc. 
 
3)  PREDICT – How many trials before you have 5 M&M’s or less? _______________ 
 
4)  Complete the experiment and record your results: 

 
 
5)   Graph your data from the table in a scatterplot on graph paper. 
 
 
6)  Enter your data into the graphing calculator and see if you can find an equation that 
would fit your points.
